Britain to Christian parents. When he was sixteen years old,
Maewyn was kidnapped by Irish raiders in the midst of an attack
on his family's estate. He was sold as a slave to a Celtic priest and

relocated to what is now known as Northern Ireland. Each day, Maewyn would pray MM
many times to return home. After six years of toiling as a shepherd, he escaped his
bonds, found passage on a ship, and was eventually reunited with his family.
